· September – AFTER HEAVY TRASH IS DONE
·  October- Leaf pickup begins

BROWN PAPER BAGS - Grass clippings MUST be bagged in brown paper bags OR they WILL NOT  be picked up and you will receive a letter of violation. 

· Brush piles and paper bags filled with grass clippings are to be placed to the curb on your trash day during the week of your pickup. 

· Residents are encouraged to put their small piles of brush and yard waste in paper bags also. This will facilitate a cleaner and faster pickup.

· Brush is not picked up during the fall heavy trash pickup. 

·  PLEASE place your pile next to the road and NOT in the roadway or under   overhead   wires.   Brush and Grass clippings are not to be placed in the roadway at any time

· D.P.W. employees pick up on the average of 274 tons of brush annually. 

2011 HEAVY TRASH PICK UP SCHEDULE
We ask that our residents comply with the timing of putting out debris, as it adversely affects the appearance of our Village.  Putting debris out earlier than the weekend before pick up is scheduled may result in a fine.
September 12th on the West side of the Village

September 19th on the East side of the Village


 D.P.W. employee’s pickup an average of 208 tons of heavy trash annually. 

 Heavy Trash is picked up once per year in the fall. 

 Heavy Trash should be put out no earlier than the weekend before the scheduled pickup.
